However, since they are so basic he gets bored with these after a
while too. | wish they were bigger, these are pretty small and only a handful of pages. | was thinking

My son (8 years old) loves the | spy books. He can read it and find most of the items without help
making them fantastic for restaurants and car rides. This one is just as great as all his other level 1

books.

| wasn’t sure if my son was old enough to understand | spy books, but this was simple enough that

he understood. There is a picture on the left, so | say "look forthe ____ it looks like this" and | point
to the picture on the left. In a few days he was bringing the book to me and saying for me to look for
it, "it looks like this, mommy". Now that he’s older (2 and a half), it's more fun because | can ask him

to look for something that isn’t pictured, such as a train, and he can usually find it.

This is a fun book to play | Spy with the kids. The pictures are clear and colorful. You can say "I
Spy" and pick out something that is not shown as an | Spy item and it is still fun. The only thing |
was surprised about is that, for the price, it is not a long book, it is very short and | would have liked

more pages.

list from the other items in the pictures.
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
